Other Schools benefited on the rehabilitation are Mbalanguzi and Motheriwa. Motheriwa has an enrollment of  967 learners of which 502 are girl learners while 465 are boy learners.  Mbalanguzi has an enrollment of 1391 out of this 631 are girls while 760 are boys. 

We failed to fix the borehole at Namfukwe because of the water table (The borehole has dried up)  as it needs a drilling at a new place.
